Review DRC Meeting Minutes -   May 22, 2017 minutes 

A motion was made by Mr. Buckley to approve the meeting minutes of 05-22-2017 as 

amended, seconded by Ms. Walsh. All were in favor. Mr. Gay abstained.  
 

Sign Design Review- Willows/ Whitney Place Senior Living Community, Village St.:   

Mr. Jeff Robinson, Continuing Care Management attended the meeting to discuss this agenda 

item. Ms. Affleck-Childs gave a brief overview of the proposal to the Committee members. 

Construction of this facility is expected to begin in fall 2017. It is expected to be a 24/7 
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operation. The proposed work is for the installation of two, 1-sided stonewall signs on either side 

of entryway into The Willows/ Whitney Place. See Attached. The current proposed sign is in 

compliance with the ZBA variance. The lighting for the sign is external. It will be installed 

within the aluminum cap that runs in an arch shape along the top of the central segment of the 

stone wall. The cap extends 6’ beyond the stone wall   Members suggested that the lighting 

should be metered based on the time of the day and how dark it is on a given day. Use of photo 

cell technology was recommended. Ms. Fallon commented that in the current design, the 

lettering for “The Willows/Whitney Place” fills up the entire space on the sign. She 

recommended bringing the whole name down by 25% thereby allowing some room around the 

edges. Discussion ensued. Mr. Robinson was receptive to the members’ recommendations. Ms. 

Walsh agreed to draft DRC’s review letter with recommendations. It will be mailed to the 

applicant and building inspector, Mr. Mee within 10 business days.  
 

Sign Design Review - PJ’s Smoke and Grille, 112 Main Street 

Mr. Cam Afonso of Signs by Cam attended the meeting representing the applicant. PJ’s Smoke 

and Grille has another location in Bellingham, MA. The proposal is to remove the existing sign 

for DEREK’s and replace it with an internally illuminated (LED) channel letter wall sign and to 

install 2 insert panels on the existing free standing monument sign out by the street. See 

Attached. The panels in the existing monument sign by the street are really temporary as a 

whole new monument sign is being built for the shopping center. There was discussion on the 

font style and background color on the sign panels for the existing monument sign. One of the 

recommendations was to go with a black background with red fonts. To a question by a member, 

Mr. Afonso confirmed that the raceway for the individual channel letters will be painted red to 

match with the red façade. To another question by a member on the availability of a master sign 

plan for the center, Ms. Affleck-Childs stated that the building does not have one although it is 

customary for businesses to have individual channel letter signs.  Mr. Walsh reminded that 

ghosting from the previous sign should be completely removed. She agreed to draft the DRC’s 

review letter with recommendations. Letter will be mailed to the applicant and the building 

inspector, Mr. Mee. 
 

Site Plan Review - O’ Brien & Sons Playground, 17 Trotter DR 

Mr. Scott Richardson, Ms. Anita Sanders, Gorman Richardson Lewis Architects (GRLA) 

attended the meeting with the applicant, Ms. Erin O’ Brien (Medway resident). The subject 

property is 1+ acres located at the north east corner of Trotter Drive and Alder St. The proposal 

is to build O’ Brien & Sons’ business headquarters on this parcel. They are currently located in 

Medfield, MA and run a playground equipment business. Proposed building will be a one-story 

facility (10,500 Sq. Ft.) with 19 parking spaces, loading dock, and some landscaping elements. 

(See Attached) To a question by a member on the number of truck deliveries, Mr. Richardson 

responded that up to 5 tractor/trailer deliveries per year are expected at this location. Mr. 
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Richardson gave an overview of the various elements of the building elevation. He showed areas 

where the retaining wall and a patio will be built. There will be some retaining walls along the 

front of the parking lot. Members asked if split face block type wall be built. It was indicated that 

the preference will be to use small size blocks instead of big blocks. Sample materials of the 

retaining wall was requested to be submitted. A landscaping plan was submitted for the 

Committee’s review. Existing trees along the street will not be disturbed. Some trees will be 

impacted in the area where the retaining wall will be constructed. There is a detention area in the 

property that will be landscaped. Deciduous and evergreen plants will be planted.  A 2-sided sign 

is being proposed with some signs on the building. Two mounted lights in the parking area and 

one light in the docking area are also proposed. Members asked if it is feasible to not have the 

light on in the loading area during night time since the hours of operation for the business is 

expected to be between 8:30 AM – 5:00 PM. Mr. Buckley asked if there will be zoning type 

change due to the presence of residential activity abutting the O’ Brien property. Ms. Affleck-

Childs responded that it will be a different zoning type and that a buffer should be provided to 

delineate between commercial and residential zones. Members reiterated that the area should be 

buffered relatively heavily in anticipation of business growth and increased truck activity in the 

future. A dumpster will be provided in the loading area that will be screened completely. It was 

recommended to plant mature trees in the corner (shown on plans) where heavy landscaping is 

proposed. Members suggested that a landscaping feature such as a berm be put in the area around 

the swale to further buffer the abutting residential parcel.  One of the member talked about 

potential snow/maintenance issues with the layout of current design of the entry (awning) way 

that’s being proposed. Ms. Affleck-Childs asked if there is any intention to go with solar for 

lighting and Mr. Richardson said the idea is being considered. Members also recommended 

considering halo/back lit channel lettering for the business name. Mr. Richardson was receptive 

to the recommendations and agreed to come before DRC again in few weeks. Members will draft 

status report on the proposal and send it to the Planning and Economic Development Board 

before their meeting next week.  
 

Sign Design Review- The Hot Pigeon, 324 Village St- 

The applicants informed the Committee (via email) they will not be able to attend the meeting. 

Members briefly discussed the revised design that was sent for their review. See Attached. 

Comments on the revised design will be emailed to the applicant.  
 

Other Business: 

1. Discussion on Temporary Sign Policy - Route 109 re-construction- 

 The Committee reviewed the Board of Selectmen’s policy on Temporary Signs 

during the Route 109 Construction project.  See Attached. Ms. Affleck-Childs 

said the purpose of this sign is to inform the public of the following changes in 

business operations resulting from Rt. 109 construction. The changes include: 
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schedule changes, changes in open hours, changes in site access, and/ or building 

entry location changes. 

 To a question by a member on the number of temporary signs that have been put 

up, Ms. Affleck-Childs said she is aware of one sign that’s been put up by the 

Medway Barber Shop indicating their new weekend hours.  

 Temp. Signs are valid for this construction season but the policy is likely to be 

extended into the 2018 construction season. 

2. Identification of possible sign violations to report to Building Inspector – None  

3. Reports from DRC liaisons Other business as may come before the Committee 

 Members asked about the status of the parcel by Advance Auto Parts/ Direct Tire 

lot. Ms. Affleck-Childs reported that her office has been receiving calls from 

business entities including medical groups enquiring about the property.  

4. Other Business- 

 At the next meeting, DRC officers for the next term will be elected.  

5. Action Items - None. 

DRC Meeting Schedule - Next DRC meeting is scheduled on June 19, 2017.

2. The signs are subject to a variance issued by the ZBA which allowed for two, 1-sided 

signs instead of one, 2-sided sign. The variance also specified that the height of the signs 

could not exceed 6’.  The proposed signs comply with the variance.  

3. The design from Kay Gee Signs does not specify what color the letters will be against the 

sign’s black background.  Based on a phone call to the vendor, a note has been added 

that the letters will be painted “polished silver”.  

4. The lighting for the sign is external.  It is housed within the aluminum cap that runs in an 

arched shape along the top of the central segment of the stone wall.  That cap extends 

out 6” beyond the surface of the wall.

FILL DEPRESSIONS CAUSED BY TEST PITS AND CLEARING AND GRUBBING OPERATIONS WITH SATISFACTORY SOIL
MATERIAL UNLESS FURTHER EXCAVATION OR EARTHWORK IS INDICATED.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PREVENT SURFACE WATER AND SUBSURFACE OR GROUNDWATER FROM FLOWING INTO
EXCAVATIONS OR EARTHWORK AREAS WHICH WOULD CAUSE FLOODING OF THE PROJECT SITE AND SURROUNDING

TEMPORARY SIGNS DURING 109 RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT 

2017 Construction Season 
 

The Town of Medway recognizes that businesses located along Route 109 are facing challenges 
dealing with the impacts of the Route 109 Reconstruction Project. Accordingly, the Town is 
receptive to allowing limited temporary business signs as specified below during the Route 109 
construction season. The goal of this policy is to enable local businesses to install temporary 
signage to inform the travelling public of changes in their business operations.  
 

Definition of Temporary Sign:  For purposes of the Route 109 reconstruction project, a 
temporary sign is one specifically used to inform the public of the following changes in business 
operations resulting from the Route 109 reconstruction.  

 Schedule changes (days of the week to be open) 

 Changes in open hours (time of day to be open)  

 Site access location changes 

 Building entry location changes  

Applicable Area: Businesses located along the Route 109 Reconstruction Project  
 

Allowed Temporary Signs:  A business is allowed one of the following:  
 One 1-sided banner type sign made of lightweight fabric or similar material that is 

affixed at one or more edges or corners to a building façade/wall. The amount of sign 
surface area of the temporary sign cannot exceed what the Zoning Bylaw allows for a 
wall sign for the zoning district in which the business is located; or 

 One 2-sided lawn/yard sign with wire stakes (similar to a standard contractor’s sign, 
political sign, realtor’s sign or special event sign) not exceeding a total of 12 sq. ft. of 
sign surface area on both sides (6 sq. ft. per side); or 

 One 2-sided pavement sign with a weighted base not exceeding a total of 12 sq. ft. of 
sign surface area on both sides (6 sq. ft. per side). 
 

See illustrations below of the 3 types of signs.  
 

Applicability.  No Temporary Sign as defined in this policy shall be erected, constructed, 
installed, reconstructed, enlarged, redesigned, repaired, replaced, relocated or altered in any 
way unless a Temporary Sign Permit has been issued by the Town of Medway Building 
Department.

Prohibited Temporary Signs: Flutter/flag signs and those signs prohibited pursuant to Section 
7.2.3 of the Medway Zoning Bylaw such as but not limited to A-frame/sandwich board signs, 
changeable copy/message board signs, signs affixed to vehicles or trailers, inflatable signs, etc.   
 

Length of Time for Display:  Permitted signs may be displayed through the course of the 2017 
Route 109 construction season (May – November).  At that time, all such temporary signs shall 
be removed by the business.   
 

Illumination:  No additional illumination is allowed.  
 

Basic Requirements:  

 Sign shall be located on the same lot as the business to which the sign pertains 

 No sign shall be painted directly on the exterior surface of any building or wall. 

 No sign, portion of a sign, or structural support for such sign shall be located on the 
roof of a building. 

 Sign shall not obscure visibility or create confusion when viewed from a vehicle 
stopped at or approaching a signal or intersection.   

 Sign shall be located/installed on private property (not in the public right of way) 

 Sign shall not be installed without the written authorization of the owner of the 
property on which the sign is to be located. 

 Sign shall not be placed on top of an existing business sign.  

 Any sign and the location where it will be positioned that may cause a safety issue, 
as determined by the Building Inspector, shall not be permitted.  

 Signs shall be professionally printed. No hand-made signs allowed.  
 

Permit: A permit for a temporary sign is required. No fee will be charged. An application shall 
be submitted to the Medway Building Department. See attached application form.  
 

Policy Review: This policy may be reviewed and modified by the Board of Selectmen as 
conditions arise during the 2017 Route 109 construction season. This policy will be reviewed 
and may be revised for use during the 2018 Route 109 construction season at which time a new 
seasonal permit will be required.
