June 07, 2021 DRC Meeting Minutes 

Janine Clifford- Aye 

The motion passed. 

 

Sign Design Review – Brows by Harsha, 112A Main Street (Medway Place) 

The application is for a proposed sign for Brows by Harsha at Medway Plaza at 112A Main 

Street. Mr. Mario Castagna from ThinkBox Graphics, the applicant’s representative, attended the 

meeting to discuss the proposed sign. Based on the feedback received at the May 17th, 2021 

meeting, minor adjustments were made to the sign and the revised design was submitted to the 

Committee. (See Attached) The revised proposed design includes red channel letters (with trim 

caps and black returns) that comply with the signage program for Medway Place. The 

dimensions are 29.59 in x 70.78 in, for a total of 14 sq. ft. of sign surface area. The proposed sign 

is a stacked design with the words “Brows” above in italics with "by Harsha" below. It will be 

internally illuminated LED lighting. An external raceway will be used to house the electrical 

connections and will be painted to match the building color. The sign will be centered on the 

storefront space.  

 

Members commented that the design color scheme provides good visibility to the business from 

the street. There was discussion about reducing the size of the lower portion, "by Harsha" to be 

slightly smaller so it doesn’t extend beyond the entire width of "Brows" above.  The intent of the 

recommendation is to increase the legibility of the overall sign design. Suggestion was made to 

slightly increase the spacing between the letters so that they are not running together on "Brows". 

It was mentioned that the applicant should consider painting/ cleaning the facade prior to 

installation to ensure that marks left behind from prior signage are removed. Mr. Castagna 
agreed to the additional DRC comments and will relay them to the applicant. He added the 

revised version of the sign slightly strays away from the original company branding. The 

applicant has not seen this version yet and he hopes they’ll go along with it.  

 

Mr. Buckley agreed to draft the DRC’s review letter to include the discussion points.  

 

Sign Design Review - Medway Nutrition, 113 Main Street 

Owner Julianne Placanica was present. Medway Nutrition is opening a store at 113 Main Street.  

Members liked the revised sign logo as submitted. (See Attached) The design includes a green 

circular logo with the business name in white lettering and a yellow sunflower underneath the 

business name. The proposal is to include the logo on a 2’ by 4’ panel on the existing free 

standing monument sign (total equal 16 sq. ft.) and to have 2 signs on the building – one 4’ 

round sign on the west facing façade (16 sq. ft.) and one 3’ round sign on the south facing façade 

next to the entrance (9 sq. ft.). It was noted that the same logo will be used in their social media 

as well.  
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Members commented the logo is very visible, attractive, and comprehensive.  There was a 

comment about adding business hours to one of the signs and some lighting. It was suggested 

that the entire sign panel on the free-standing sign have the green background instead of white.   

The landscaping around the monument sign was brought up and discussed again; the applicant 

was reminded that the monument sign needs to be landscaped around the base.   

 

Ms. Walsh will prepare the DRC review letter.  

 

Sign Design Review- Rocky’s Hardware, 98 Main St. (Medway Place)  

The application is for a proposed sign for Rocky’s location at 98 Main Street. Mr. Wilson and 

Mr. Buchholz representing the applicant attended the meeting.  (See Attached) Proposed is an 

LED internally illuminated channel letter sign with white translucent faces and graphic, reading 

Rocky’s Ace Hardware, affixed to the proposed new mansard style façade improvement.  The 

total area of signage is 120 sq. ft. which is compliant with the Bylaw provisions of the Central 

Business District.  The Committee noted the signs dimensions as shown on the drawing do not 

calculate to 120 sq. ft. Mr. Buchholz reviewed the information and noted the correct sign 

dimensions are 72” by 240”.   

 

The Committee offered a series of recommendations:  

 The drawing should be revised to show the accurate sign measurements.  

 Clean, prepare and paint the existing stucco façade to remove any ghosting and eliminate 

the many existing holes and imperfections from prior tenant signage, to allow a cleaner 

appearance to the existing fascia and for the new sign. 

 Set lighting of the sign to an appropriate brightness and set to a timer that will shut the 

sign off after business hours.  

 Consider lower color temperatures for the LEDs (below 5000K) to avoid blue appearance 

to white lettering. 

 A panel for Rocky’s on the free-standing monument sign for Medway Place was not 

presented in the application.  The DRC recommends a sign that has lettering consistent 

with both the Rocky's Ace Hardware logo and the master signage plan for the existing 

monument sign. 

 Window signage was not presented in the application. The DRC recommends including 

hours of operation on the front doors in a manner that is compliant with the allotment 

authorized in the Sign Bylaw. 

 Do not introduce illuminated or animated signs in the windows. Flashing OPEN signs are 

prohibited. 

 Do not introduce window signs beyond the allotment for size and use as described in the 

Sign Bylaw and recommended above.

 Do not introduce additional signage on onsite amenities such as the proposed fencing 

around the outside storage area, propane fueling station and tanks, etc. 

Mr. Buckley will prepare the DRC review letter.  

 

Façade Improvement Review- Rocky’s Hardware, 98 Main St. (Medway Place)  

The application is for the proposed façade improvement for a new soffit and facade parapet 

above Rocky’s Ace Hardware store located at 98 Main Street in the Medway Place shopping 

center. (See Attached.) Mr. Wilson and Mr. Buchholz, again representing the applicant, 

attended the meeting.  Per the revised design (last revised May 27, 2021), the dimensions of the 

proposed Façade & Parapet area are 40 ft. x 13 ft. The building will be upgraded to make it 

energy efficient. To that effect, a metal cladding system is being proposed for the project. The 

façade is comprised of vertical metal standing seam panels and the goal is to install them flush 

with the adjacent existing façade material. The parapet will be located centrally above the 

storefront.  

 

The detailed design and technical scope of the project was presented to the committee. There was 

in-depth discussion about lighting, landscaping, security, signage, power, electrical, and 

mechanical scope of the project. New metal decking and roofing is part of the current project. 

The discussion included matching the existing color, façade vertical slopes, soffit and parapet 

cap and length of side walls to conceal the structural supports and roofing. Recommendation was 

made that the new façade should match the existing red color of the shopping center’s other 

metal standing seam façade parapet areas. The existing metal parapet areas have three angled 

sides which also shield the parapet. The supports on the roof side should be of red color. Any 

new wiring and access panels should be concealed. Members asked that before the work 

commences, the applicant should submit the updated technical drawings to the Medway Building 

Department to include revised elevations for all three sides, partial roof plan to indicate the roof 

pitch and extent of side walls, and new parapet wall slopes. All existing façade areas that will be 

demolished should be painted to cover footprint of previous signage.  Mr. Siekierski will prepare 

the DRC review letter.  

 

Per Ms. Walsh’s request, the remaining agenda items were tabled until the next DRC 

meeting.
